White sheer fabric from Robert 
Allen will cover the walls to add both light and texture and modern chrome ceiling lights will be used for the 
space.  For the Media Centre, Mondial Granite & Marble Inc. has supplied eco-glass which TIDG has 
developed LED backlit sleek media work stations.
